While cleaning up after a job around the Methanol tank, Operations personnel started
to remove tools from an elevated work platform. The crew was lowering a pry bar down
to the work deck, attempting to tie a 1/2 inch rope around the pry bar when the pry
bar slipped out of crew member's hand falling at an angle, striking the ladder cage
causing the pry bar to deflect and strike the injured person (IP), who was standing
approximately 5 feet from the caged ladder. The job was stopped and the IP
immediately left the worksite and notified medic. HSSE Advisor and OIM was notified.
IP was evacuated. The IP lost three teeth and received a laceration on his
mouth/lower lip that required 25-30 stitches.
