On May 7, 2008, at BP America Production Company's Lease OCS 00839 West Delta (WD)
Block 96, Platform R, a galley hand injured his back while lifting a large pot.
Injured Person (IP) did not report the incident until 5-10-08.  IP was treated by the
Medic and evacuated for further evaluation.  IP was placed on restricted duty until
5-20-08.

Sequence of Events:

On May 7, 2008 a galley hand lifted a large pot of rice from the stove to drain water
in the sink and developed back soreness over the course of a couple days.  The galley
hand did not report incident to the medic until 5/10/08.  The medic found pain to be
located in the right lateral mid-back region.  The medic consulted Acadian medical
director and was ordered to administer OTC medication to IP for pain with no lifting,
bending or awkward positions.  The decision was made to send IP to shore for further
evaluation at 08:14 hrs on 5/10/08.

Final Report:

Physician placed IP on restricted duty until 5/20/08 and then should be released to
full duty.
