17. INVESTIGATION FINDINGS:

The unit was inspected by a PTS Rentals technician and an oil leak in front of the
engine waa found to be coming from a rubbed pin hole on a hose connecting to the
crank case emissiona absorber. There was a small amount of oil being blown over the
top of the engine and landing on the intake manifold/Turbocharger. As the £flagh
point of oil is 416 degrees and a piece of oil soaked gasket material was also found
laying on top of the manifold, it is believed this was the cause of the fire.

18. LIST THE PROBABLE CAUSE(S}) OF ACCIDENT:

A hose conmnecting the crank case emissions absorber had a pin hole rubbed in it and
blew oil over the top of the engine and landing on the intake manifold/Turbocharger
and a piece of gasket material. The Turbocharger temperature is between 800 and 900
degrees.
